That’s the message to Can-
ada from the once iconic pin-
up sisters.

The Barbi Twins — model
sensations who made it big
in the 1990s after it was found
PrinceWilliamhad a crush on
the buxom siblings— are now
boycotting Canada over the
annual seal cull.

The duo, whose scant-
ily clad pictorials and post-
ers were once so popular they
were found in a palace in Iraq,
have added theirmoniker to a
celebrity backlash against the
seal hunt that’s included Paul
McCartney, Pamela Anderson
and Brigitte Bardot.

But their outrage has held
little weight with the federal
government, which on Mon-
day announced an increase in
the quota for this year’s East
Coast hunt.

FisheriesMinister Gail Shea
said in a statement the popu-

lation of harp seals is an esti-
mated 6.9 million — more
than triple what it was in the
1970s.

This year’s quota for harp,
grey and hooded seals is
388,200 — an increase of
50,000 over last year.

Those hunt numbers don’t
sit well with those opposed to
the cull, including celebrities
like the Barbi Twins.

Shane Barbi-Wahl was
planning to move to Burling-
ton with husband Ken Wahl
— best known for his ’80s TV
dramaWiseguy. But so long as
the seal hunt is in place, they
say, they’re holding off.

Hermirror-image sister, Sia,
hasmet and fallen for an anti-
seal hunt crusader in Toronto,
but vows not to travel north
until Ottawa bans the cull.

“We do think it’s an oxy-
moron to say there is such
a thing as kind killing,” says
Shane, adding: “We’re just
two bimbos coming up with a
better alternative — eco tour-
ism — that’s worked around
the world.”
